Registration Procedures  
Camp will fill quickly, so register soon. 
Only applications completed in full, signed 
and accompanied by appropriate fees can 
be processed. A minimum $60 per 
participant deposit is required with 
registration. Total cost of week is $160 
due in full by 1 July 2009.   Please 
make cheques payable to "HCC London 
Day Camp". A current, non-refundable 
deposit must accompany registration. All 
registrations will be date stamped and 
registered in order of submission. Cheques

Extended Payment Option  
A current, non-refundable $60 deposit 
payment must accompany registration. An 
extended payment plan can be completed 
by issuing 2 equal postdated cheques of 
$60 for July 1, 2009 and August 1, 2009 
per participant. 

Cancellations and Refunds 
Cancellations received in writing thirty 
(30) days before the start of the camp will 
receive a full refund less deposit. Refunds 
requested after this time will require a 
medical certificate.  

 
Extended Hours  
Hours of operation are 8:30am to 4:30 
pm. Extended care will be offered at the 
end of each day until 6:00pm. Each hour 
or part will be at a cost of $15. Payment 
must be made at time of pickup. 

All parents must sign their child(ren) in 
and out directly with a Supervisor. 

NSF Payments  
All NSF payments will be subject to a $25 
service charge and may cause loss of 
registration. 

Confirmation Package 
After submitting your camp 
registration, you may request to 
pickup a receipt and confirmation 
package outlining specific details of 
your camper's program from the HCC 
location.  Further information will be 
sent to you via email. 

Hot/Wet Weather Policy  
The HCC Day Camp staff will modify 
camp activities to accommodate for 
extreme hot or wet weather. This 
modification includes frequent water 
breaks, water-based fun and activities 
that take place indoors or in the 
shade.
